Roof Covering:  Shingles, tiles, and metal roof materials that are Florida Building Code approved.
Type of Roof and Bracing:  The shape of your roof and the supports used to keep it in place can be a factor in how wind safe your home is.
Roof to Wall Connections:  The way the roof is attached to the wall plays an important role in keeping you safe during a storm.
Window Protection:  Impact-resistant windows and Miami-Dade County approved hurricane shutters provide the best defense against wind borne debris.
Doors:  Protecting all exterior doors, including the garage door, afford additional piece of mind during high wind storms.
